· Homework has been created by Mrs Hague. The children are to make a piece of art from recycled materials. Each class will then choose  their best pieces and these will be judged  by governors, Eco-rangers and Mr Wilde and a 1st, 2nd, 3rd prize given. 
· One day this term to monitor recycling in school by,

      - litter picking.
               - check if some paper put in the recycling bins could be reused

                 i.e. in scrap paper.
· Mrs Hague has booked for the 17th March an Environmental Day for Milverton Primary School based on recycling.

· Mrs Butterworth has written a piece for the newsletter asking parents to send any ink cartridges in from a provided list to recycle. This scheme is run by ‘The Recycling Factory,’ and donates money to the PDSA. 
· We will be asking parents to bring in their unwanted textiles, mobile phones and small electricals for recycling on the 18th March as part of Wastebuster scheme. The school will be given £400 per tonne.
· The Eco-rangers presented this information in an assembly on the 3rd February.
· It was suggested that Eco-rangers after each meeting were to feedback to their class what had been discussed and actions to take place. Each eco-ranger to have a folder with minutes.
