Elliot raised a suggestion that we have a quiet place for people to read during play times if they want to. Other Councillors pointed out that we have slips for going to the library to do this. Not all the Councillors were aware of these. We agreed that all the junior Councillors would raise it with their teachers and that Mrs Clemmey would also mention it to the teachers. Elliot has offered to make some more slips if needed.

Amelie suggested that there could be cross country competitions and netball competitions for the infants. Jack pointed out that it would be difficult to make these inter-school competitions. After some discussion we thought that the infants might like to have some inter-house sports competitions. The Councillors in Years Reception, 1 and 2 will suggest this to their class teachers.

Elliot in 1P was very keen for there to be a singing group for Y1 and Reception children. Amelie, Olivier and Lexie will ask Mr Iles if he thinks this is a possibility as he runs the junior choir, or if not, if he has any suggestion for how to organise one. They will also ask him about the instruments for every class.
